Part-, GENERAL STUDIES consist of question no 01 to 40,Part-ll-HISTORY consist of question no. H/1 to H/40,
Part-11/Part-I-Geography consists of question no. G/1 to G/40, Part-lll- ECONOMICS consist of question no. E/1
to E/40 and Part-lli- POLITICAL SCIENCE consists of question no. P/1 to P/40. All Questions and their responses
are printed in English as well as in Hindi versions.

All Questions carry equal marks.

Attempt questions from General Studies and two subjects out of four subjects of Social Science. Atleast one
subject History or Geography is mandatory.

Each question comprises of five responses-(A), (B), (C),(D) and (E). You are to select ONLY ONE correct response
and encircle it in your Answer Sheet.

In the answer Sheet, there are five brackets-(A), (B), (C),(D) and (E) against each question. To answer the
questions, you are to encircle with Black/Blue ink ballpoint pen ONLY ONE bracket of your choice for each
question. Sefect only one response for each question and encircle it in your Answer Sheet. If you encircle more
than one answer for one question, the answer will be treated as wrong. Use Black/ Blue ink ballpoint pen only to
encircle the answer in the Answer Sheet.
